
1. ART QUILTS: Non-Original: NON-ORIGINAL design and/or 

construction technique. Includes pictorials and landscapes. 

Entry must utilize fabric, batting and backing. Some quilting 

must be visible on the back. Quilting must be by an entrant. 

Any size. REPLICAS* are acceptable. *See Rule 6 

2. ART QUILTS: Original Unique quilt using a TOTALLY ORIGINAL 

design and/or construction technique by the entrant. Includes 

pictorials and landscapes. Entry must utilize fabric, batting and 

backing. Some quilting must be visible on the back. Quilting 

must be by the entrant. Any size. 

3. PIECED QUILTS: Predominately pieced design. Quilting must be 

by the entrant. Any size 

4. APPLIQUÉ QUILTS: Predominantly appliquéd design, any 

method. Quilting must be by the entrant. Any size. * Appliqué 

method examples: Needle-turn, machine, fused, 3D, wool, 

machine embroidery. 

5. PIECED APPLIQUÉ QUILTS: Roughly equal parts pieced and 

appliqué construction. Appliqué can be any method. Quilting 

must be by the entrant. Any size. 

6. SCRAP QUILTS: Must use 50 or more different fabrics on the 

front of the quilt, excluding change of color in the same fabric 

design. Any technique. Quilting must be by the entrant. Any 

size.  

7. HAND and MACHINE EMBROIDERED QUILTS: Predominantly 

hand or machine embroidered. Some quilting must be visible 

on the back. Original design optional. Any size. Quilting must 

be by the entrant.  *If enough quilts are entered in both of the 

types of embroidery this category will be divided. 

8. MINIATURE QUILTS: A Miniature is a scaled-down version of a 

full-sized quilt. All aspects of the miniature should be scaled-

down including the border, sashing, binding, and block size. 

Entry into this category has a perimeter of 96 inches or less. 

Must have a 2’’ hanging sleeve securely attached to the back, 

at the top. Any technique. Quilting must be by entrant.  

9. ROOKIE QUILTS: “Rookie” is a beginning quilter within the last 

5 years and has never entered a quilt in ANY quilt show. 

Completely made AND quilted by the entrant. One quilt per 

entrant. Any technique. Any size. 

10. COLLABORATIVE QUILTS: Quilt worked on by 2 or more 

members of PRQG. Includes Round Robins. No money 

exchanged. Any technique. Any size. * If awarded, only 1 

ribbon will be provided per quilt. 

11. DUET QUILTS: Quilt made by 2 PRQG members. The entrant 

must have completed the top and money is exchanged for 

quilting by another PRQG member.  Any technique. Any size. * 

If awarded, 2 ribbons will be provided per quilt.  

12. NON-GUILD DUET QUILTS:  Quilt top must be completely 

made by the entrant.  Money is exchanged for quilting by a 

Non-PRQG OR quilt is a REPLICA quilt. (see Rule #6) Any 

technique. Any size. * Entries in this category are not eligible 

for Excellence Awards. * If awarded, only 1 ribbon will be 

provided per quilt. 

13. NON-TRADITIONAL QUILTS: Quilts made from non-traditional 

techniques and may or may not have batting. All aspects must 

be completed by the entrant. Some quilting must be visible on 

the back where feasible. Any size. *Examples: Cathedral 

window, crazy quilt, English folded, whole cloth, yo-yo, tied.  

14. SPECIAL EXHIBIT: “Songs of the 80’s”.  Rules and focus fabric 

were provided at sign-up. Quilting must be by the entrant. The 

quilt must be registered. * Special ribbons for this category 

only: “Best Use of Focus Fabric” and “Best Interpretation of 

Theme”. 

CATEGORY AWARDS:   

ONLY at the judge’s discretion will 1st, 2nd, 3rd and/or Honorable 
Mention ribbons be awarded. 

 
EXCELLENCE AWARDS:   

Replica quilts are not eligible for Excellence Awards.  

All aspects of entry are completed by PRQG member(s) only.
